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water's edge. The neighborhood feels much more like being at a cottage than being in
Canada's largest and most densely populated city. The Bluffs, which are sandy cliffs, look ove
both Lake Ontario and wildlife that lie below.

For a cottage in the city, the average value of homes is only middle of the pack, making it
affordable by Toronto standards. Most homes are single, detached houses with a high
ownership rate. There are fewer high or low rise buildings in this area.

Cliffcrest (west of Bluffers Park) and Cliffside (east of the Park) are adjoining communities
south of the railway tracks and Danforth Road, and overlooking the Scarborough Bluffs that
rise high above Lake Ontario. There is archaeological evidence of several First Nations
settlements along the cliffs, some dating back almost 10,000 years. There was an early hote
on Kingston Road, which was moved to Black Creek Pioneer Village in 1962. The St. Augus
Seminary was established by the Catholic Church just off Kingston Road in 1910, and has be
a local landmark ever since. In 1912 Toronto and York Radial Railway established a station &
park along the bluffs, to attract passengers from Toronto. When the street car line was shut
down in the late 30s, Kingston Road was widened for car traffic, and the community was
developed right after World War II.

Motorists can head into downtown Toronto in about 25 minutes via Kingston Road & the
Gardiner Expressway. TTC buses connect passengers to the Kennedy or Warden stations on
the BloorDanforth subway line. Scarborough GO Train station (on the Osharvato-

Hamilton line), just south of St. Clair, whisks commuters downtown in 20 minutes.

Homes

Cliffside is mature, wetreed, and close to beaches and waterfront recreation. There are a
variety of bungalows from the era between the wars, giving the community a cottage feel.
There are also-1/2 and 2 storey homes that date back to the 1940s and 50s, which become
more prominent as you move east past Bluffers Park into Cliffcrest. There are many homes
with views of Lake Ontario, especially along Fishleigh Drive. The communities also have som
newer custombuilt homes. There are also some high rises northeast of Kingston & Brimley.
Homes here are priced from the lemvedium to the highmedium ranges.

Schools

These communities are served by 4 elementary schools, 2 Catholic elementary schools, 1
public high school, and 1 Catholic high school, beside the St Augustine seminary. Centennial
College's Warden Woods Campus is west (at Warden & Danforth), the University of Toronto i
easily accessible via the BleDanforth subway, and Ryerson University is quickly accessible
by GO Train.
